• Does “dignity” genuinely promote
“human rights” or put them in
jeopardy?

D. Scholars, and
students to exchange and share their
experiences and research outputs on all
aspects of Human Rights and Human
Dignity. One of the primary aims of a
seminar on human rights and human
dignity was to raise awareness about
the importance of these concepts,
different human rights issues, such as
discrimination, inequality, and
violations of civil and political rights.
